SOCIAL WORKER, DEPARTMENT OF THE ARMY

Salary Range: $50,287 - $123,334/year
Duty Locations: Throughout the World/Nation

Summary: Civilian employees serve a vital role in
supporting the Army mission. They provide the skills that
are not readily available in the military, but crucial to
support military operations.

Duties: The person hired for this position will serve as a
social work case worker and therapist concentrating in
areas of spouse and child abuse. The individual will
conduct intake interviews and make psycho-social
assessments with particular emphasis on determining the
presence and evaluating the level of violence in the
situation. Where significant hazard of severe or continuing
abuse is identified, the individual will make a
recommendation for and take action to effect removal and
protection of family members and others from the abuser.

CLINICAL COUNSELOR, DEPARTMENT OF DEFENSE

Salary Range: $50,000 - $55,000/year
Duty Locations: Iwakuni, Japan

Summary: Provide comprehensive case management
services that require coordinating with collateral resources
to assure that the health/safety of clients is maintained.

Major Duties: The person hired for this position will
counsel individuals and families experiencing problems
such as trauma, combat operational stress and marital
issues. Counseling is non-medical and usually short term.

FEDERAL EMPLOYERS CAN HELP YOU REPAY
YOUR STUDENT LOANS

* Agencies are authorized to help repay up to
$10,000 of a loan per year, up to $60,000
total per employee.

* An employee who receives student loan
repayments must commit to remaining in the
service of the federal government for at least
three years.

* In 2008, 35 federal agencies provided 6,879
employees with almost $51 million in
student loan repayment benefits.

SUBCOMPONENTS THAT HIRE SOCIAL WORKERS

* The social work jobs in the Department of
Veterans Affairs are all in the Veterans
Health Agency. The number of positions
increased by over 650 from 2005 to 2006.

* In the Department of Defense the Army,
Navy and Air Force each have 200-900 social
work jobs.

* The Forest Service (In the Department of
Agriculture) employs over 400 people classed
as “Social Services Aid and Assistant.”

* The Bureau of Indian Affairs contains the
majority of social work and social services
positions in the Department of the Interior.
The National Park Service and the U.S. Fish
and Wildlife Service each contain over twenty
positions in social services.

* The Indian Health Service provides the
majority of positions in social work and social
services in the Department of Health and
Human Services.
